1. The meeting was called to order and the minutes from our May meeting were reviewed and approved.

2. Tom Gallacher and Art Lennox from the Boeing Company presented the background and status for the Santa Susana Field Lab. They noted that the cleanup project is under the regulatory oversight of the DTSC for soil and groundwater cleanup and the Los Angeles regional Water Quality Board monitors the cleanup of storm water. These oversight activities are done under the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act and the National Pollutant Discharge Elimination System. The pathway to the cleanup including the individual steps was shown along with a proposed schedule through 2017 for completion. And a list of accomplishments was shown.


Numerous soils samples have been analyzed, 500,000 cubic yards of soil have been removed, 250 structures and 50 underground tanks have been removed. Groundwater treatment has been started with installation of monitoring wells and 20,000 samples analyzed. A number of preliminary reports have been completed and submitted to DTSC.  Radiological sampling has been done for soil, groundwater, surface water and air.


Outfall treatment and interim soil removal has been initiated. Health studies have been completed and further cleanup activities and report review with DTSC continues. The briefing ended with committee member questions and the Boeing representatives offered bus tours to those who would be interested in visiting the site. 

3. Alec Uzemeck gave a status report on the EPA efforts in Area 4 which is the responsibility of the DOE. In the past Area 4 at SSFL had been used for various reactor tests and with fuel rod failure, dumping and spillage there was a concern that radiological contamination was present at the site. Doe transferred funds to EPA to conduct sampling and testingzxc for contaminants so that a cleanup action could be developed if necessary. EPA signed up for the task and has largely completed the background sampling and is having lab testing done. Equipment and methodology have been developed and radiological sampling is about to begin. EPA is looking to 2011 for completion of their effort which is a huge effort given the size of Area 4 and some surrounding land that is being evaluated.

4. The meeting was adjourned.
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
